What is this Product?

The Company is a public limited company whose ordinary shares are premium listed on the London Stock
Exchange ('LSE') and is registered with HMRC as an investment trust.

The Company's investment objective is to generate capital growth over the long term through investment in a
focused portfolio of fast growing and/or high potential private financial services technology ('fintech') businesses
based predominantly in the UK and wider Europe.

The Company does not have a fixed life. The intended retail investors are those with a long-term (at least five years)
investment horizon, the ability to bear capital losses and at least basic market knowledge and experience. The
Company may borrow for working capital purposes; this could potentially magnify any gains or losses made by the
Company. Investors should consider investment in the Company as part of a wider portfolio of investments.

Shares in the Company are bought and sold on the LSE. The price you pay or receive, like other listed shares, is
determined by supply and demand and may be at a discount or premium to the underlying net asset value of the
Company. Usually the price you pay for a share will be higher than the price you could sell it.

What are the risks and what could | get in return?

The summary risk indicator (SRI) is a guide to the level of risk of the Company compared to other products. It shows
how likely it is that the Company will lose money because of movements in the markets.

We have classified the Company as 5 out of 7, which is a medium high risk class.

This rates the potential losses from future performance at a medium high level. Any return you receive depends on
future market performance and is uncertain; the Company does not seek any protection from future market
performance so you could lose some or all of your investment.

The SRI reflects historic share price volatility of the Company. It excludes other risks inherent in the Company and,
therefore, may underestimate the risk to the investor. These other risks, including those associated with investing
in early stage private businesses in a narrow industry sector and holding a concentrated portfolio of unquoted
investments, with the associated valuation and liquidity uncertainties, may affect the Company's performance.

Costs over Time

Recommended holding period: 5 years
The Company's ordinary shares have no required minimum holding period but are designed for long-term
investment; you should be prepared to stay invested for at least 5 years. This period is deemed appropriate due to
the long-term investment horizon taken by the Portfolio Manager. Investors will be able to sell their shares at any
time when the LSE is open, either directly or via their advisor or distributor.
