Objectives 
The Company’s investment objective is to achieve long-term total 
returns through holding a diversified portfolio of private equity 
funds, a majority of which will have a European focus. These 
funds, in turn, make investments into private companies and the 
investment returns made by the Company are determined by the 
performance of these underlying investments. The Company’s policy 
is to invest in approximately 35 – 40 “active” private equity fund 
investments which are selected to provide a broadly diversified 
portfolio by country, industry sector, maturity and number of 
underlying investments.  To maximise the proportion of invested 
assets it is the Company’s policy to follow an over-commitment 
strategy by making fund commitments which exceed its available 
cash and committed credit facilities. The Company has a borrowing 
facility which is used from time to time for short term working capital 
purposes rather than long term structural gearing.

The Company’s aim is to pay quarterly dividends with a minimum 
annual dividend of 12.4 pence per share. The intention is to 
maintain the real value of this dividend, and grow it at least in line 
with inflation, in the absence of unforeseen circumstances.
