Product Type: The Company is a closed-ended investment company whose Ordinary Shares of 5 pence each are listed
and traded on the London Stock Exchange. The Company’s Ordinary Shares are therefore generally available to the
general public.

Objectives: The objective of the Company is to achieve long term growth of both dividends payable and shareholder
funds. The Company aims to maximise the return on your investment through a combination of minority investments in
small UK listed and unlisted companies and investments in major listed companies. Gearing will be limited to 70% of the
total value of the Company.

Intended Investors: The product is intended for small institutional investors and individual retail investors. The product
is suitable for investors who have experience in managing their own investments or who wish to appoint a professional
asset manager.

The Company’s Ordinary Shares are bought and sold on the London Stock Exchange. Typically, at any given time on any
given day, the price an investor pays for an Ordinary Share will be higher than the price at which it could be sold.

Maturity Date: There is no �xed maturity date. There is no ability for the Company to terminate shareholdings of
investors in the Company unilaterally or automatically.

The risk indicator assumes you keep the product for 10 years. The
actual risk can vary signi�cantly if you cash in your investment at an
early stage and you may get back less.
