Investment Policy

Portfolio Securities

- The fundinvests in a broad range of assets from across the global

investment universe, directly and via derivatives.

- Assets include equities (company shares), bonds, currencies,

commercial property and commodities.

- The fund may also invest in other funds (including those managed by

abrdn), money-market instruments and cash.

Management Process

- The management team use their discretion (active management) to
make flexible allocations to multiple types of assets depending on
market conditions, the price of different assets or their value relative to
each other based on their analysis of future economic and business
conditions.

- The team seeks to generate growth in a wide variety of ways (e.g. if
market prices rise or fall). It also means they can build the portfolio to be
asresilient as possible to shocks that cause markets generally to fall
sharply.

- As aresult of extensive diversification and during extreme equity
market falls, the Fund's value may be expected to fall between
approximately one third and one half of the fall in global equity markets.
