The Sub-Fund is actively managed by Ashmore Investment
Management Limited (the “Investment Manager”) and references a
blended benchmark comprised of 50% JP Morgan EMBI GD, 25% JP
Morgan GBI-EM GD and 25% JP Morgan ELMI+ (the “Benchmark”) as
part of its investment process for the purposes of comparing its
performance against that of the Benchmark. The Investment Manager
has full discretion over the composition of the portfolio of the Sub-Fund.
The Sub-Fund aims to be mainly invested in bonds and other
instruments issued by Emerging Market sovereigns, quasi-sovereigns
and corporate entities. The Sub-Fund will seek to achieve its objectives
through securities denominated in Emerging Market local currencies as
well as US dollars and other major currencies.
