Objectives and Investment Policy 
 
The Fund aims to provide income exceeding 110% of the 
dividend income of the MSCI UK All Cap Index and an overall 
return (income plus capital growth) in excess of that index, in 
each case over rolling periods of 5 years (after charges). 
 
At least 80% of the Fund will be invested in the shares of UK 

companies which the Investment Manager considers provide the 

potential for secure and growing dividends over the long term. 

UK companies are companies which are incorporated in the UK, 

domiciled in the UK or have the majority of their business in the 

UK.  

To the extent not fully invested in UK companies, the Fund may 

also invest in global shares, bonds, deposits, cash and near cash. 

Up to 10% of the Fund may also be invested in collective 

investment schemes, which may include those managed by the 

ACD and its associates.  

The Fund is actively managed, taking into account the 

Investment Manager’s views on value and growth opportunities, 

and is not restricted to investments in companies by market 

capitalisation or by industry sector.   

The Investment Manager will manage the Fund on a 

concentrated basis and the Fund will typically hold shares in 

between 25 and 40 UK companies at any given time. The 

Investment Manager’s views on allocation between small, 

medium and large companies by market capitalisation will vary 

depending on market conditions. 

Investors can redeem shares on demand, at the daily valuation 
point of 12 noon (UK time) when this is a normal business day in 
the UK. 
 
For income units, any income received is paid out to you twice a 
year. For accumulation units, any income received is reflected in 
the price of units. 
 
Recommendation: this Fund may not be appropriate for investors 
who plan to withdraw their money in the short-term (within 5 
years). The Fund should be viewed as a medium to long-term 
investment only.

• The Fund is in the above risk category because it invests in 

shares, as asset class which has seen large rises and falls in 
recent years. 

 
• As the Fund will invest primarily in UK listed shares, the 

Fund will have a greater exposure to UK market, political 
and economic risks than a fund which diversifies across a 
number of countries. 

 
• The lowest category does not mean a fund is a risk free
